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PRELIMINARY REPORT ON HURRICANE "DEBRA"
JULY 2L-26, 1959

Hurricnae 'Debra", small in size and erratic in movement, developed Just off
the Texas const July 2k, 1959. The storm center, while in the process of
fntensifying from a weak clrculation in an "easterly wave" which had been

moving ncross the northwestern Gulf of Mexico, at Tirst moved northwestward
toward Matesgorde Bay early in the day on Friday, July 2k, then turned north-
eastward nlong the coast, and finally took a course northward late in the day.

"Debra" reached hurricane force, with highest sustained winds about 75 miles
per hour near the center, in the afternoon. The center passed inland

between Freeport and Galveston around midnight on a track northward along the
g5th Meridian, attended by strong winds, high tides in parts of Galveston Bay,
and heavy rains in the storm area.

A special bulletin was issued by the New Orleans Weather Bureau office at
6:30 a.m. CST July 24 hoisting small craft warnings from Port 0'Connor to
High Island, Texas, Whole gale warnings were issued for the area from Port
0'Connor to Matagorda with gale warninge north to Freeport, Texas at 9 a.m.
C8T. Hurricane warnings from Matagorda to High Island were ordered in the
} p.m. CST advisory, which was distributed about 3:30 p.m. CST. Coples of
the texts of the bulletins, advisories and local statemerts issued in
connection with this storm are included in this report.

Land-based radar at Freeport, Texes (Dow Chemical Compauny), and the Weather
Bureau offices at Fort Arthur, Houston, and Galveston, Texas, together with
U. 8. Navy reconnaissance alrcraft, provided continuous coverage of the
storm's track. Reports from many cooperative ocbeervers along the Gulf Coaet
aided considerably in delineating the path and effects of the storm.

No deaths or injuries have been reported. Many people heeded the warnings and
evacuated the low-lying beaches in the Freeport-Galveston area. Fress reports
indicate considerable property damage but accurate estimates are not yet
avallable.
